- Clean the station screen with a glass 		
	 cleaner or a damp cloth.

- Use a damp cloth to clean the casing and 	
	 the tool. Alcohol can only be used to clean 
	 the metal parts.

- Maintain heating element clean prior to 		
	 storage in order to avoid its oxidation.

- Periodically check all cables and tubes.

- Replace a blown fuse as follows:

- Replace any defective or damaged pieces. Use original JBC spare parts only.
